*Force is a push or pull. 

When the load hangs on the lever or on the spring scale, it pulls down with a force. 
 The load we use pulls with a force of 2.4 N.
· “Getter” for each group gets materials: 

       2 Half meter sticks

       2 binder clips

       2 dowels

       2 loads

       2 erasers

       4 pieces duct tape

1. Is the fulcrum always right in the middle of the lever arm?

2. What might happen if the fulcrum was not in the middle?  Would it still be a lever?

3. Is there any advantage to moving the fulcrum to new locations along the lever arm?
